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Session Report

The Session met on November 26 to
discuss several items of importance to the
life of the Church on the Park. It was noted
with joy that Dianne Muehl and Allan
Hanna had been married the previous
Friday.

After a discussion of Ken Hebb's
presentation about Free Trade Coffee, and a
summary of the written materials Ken had
left with us, it was moved and passed with
one "no" to purchase free trade coffee,
with the difference in cost to come from the
Mission budget on a one year trial basis,
with a reevaluation next year. It was felt
that this was one very small way to serve in
Mission to those who are providing sales in
a farmers' cooperative that offers a "non-
slavery tainted" product.

The village park insurance matter is still
unsettled, so the insurance agents of our
church and the village will be asked to work
out an agreement with the church being
named in the village policy, and a hold
harmless clause for the church.

The Endowment Policy was discussed
again to clarify for those absent for the
original presentation. There will be a 4th
Sunday Forum on Sunday, January 27th to
follow up on the congregation-wide
mailing explaining the policy and to answer
guestions. The congregation will be asked
to support this new Endowment Policy later
at the annual meeting in February.

The cost of railings for the new outside
steps leading into the Sanctuary were
presented: Metal-$4,000, Wooden-$8,000,
and Plastic-$2,000. It was also noted that
the handicap accessible scheme will cost
about $60,000. No action was taken.

The status of the Pledge Drive was
discussed. Although the total pledges are
down from the previous year due to deaths
and people moving from Canton, we were
