 Although many of you are aware, 
more than a few of you have yet to 
learn that I will be taking a 6 week 
sabbatical leave beginning the Mon-
day after Easter.  I’d like to use my ar-
ticle this month to speak some of the 
issue surrounding this leave, and to 
provide you with the bulk of the pro-
posal. (See page 12 of this newsletter.)

 To begin with, I would ask for and 
thank you for your understanding in 
how this all came about.  I’m sure for 
many it seems a bit sudden, and for 
that I apologize.  Having never done 
this before there were some stops and 
starts in the process.  However, the 
Session and I have been discussing 
the matter for several months, all the 
appropriate steps were followed in 
terms of the Presbytery, and the com-
bination of logistical planning and 
contemplation of the idea simply 
made the timing what it is.  

 To speak very clearly in a way 
which everyone can hear and hope-
fully understand, there is no problem 
here: I am very happy in my work 
among you and I plan on staying at 
this church for the long haul.  I have 
simply asked for this leave so that I 
may regroup and reenergize for the 
common future which lies ahead for 
us all.

 I fully appreciate that this is ask-
ing a lot of you, the members and 
friends of this congregation.  And I am 
profoundly grateful for your support 
in this endeavor.  I believe this will be 
positive for me, my family, and for this 
church.  If I didn’t think it would work 
for all of us, I wouldn’t be doing it.

 As for the matter of cost and who 
bears it, we are doing this on a shoe 
string budget.  The worst case sce-
nario for the church is an additional 
cost of approximately $500 for guest 
preachers (if we use people from out-
side our church) and mileage for 
Donna Doig who will be providing pas-
toral care during the sabbatic.  All 
other costs will borne from money al-
ready budgeted for pastoral expenses, 
my own resources, and the gracious-
ness of Donna Doig to serve our 
church.  The good news is we have a 
very good chance of having some, or 
even much of the cost paid for by our 
Presbytery (they have a fund for such 
things and we have requested support 
from it).  The total, maximum cost for 
the sabbatic is approximately $4,500.  
I have not included the detailed 
budget which is a part of the total 
proposal excerpted for this month’s 
newsletter.  However, if you would like 
the entire proposal including budget 
and background information (consist-
ing of PC (USA) guidelines and Presby-
tery Sabbatical Leave Policy) you need 
only contact the church office and 
Cheryl will mail one to you. 

 I pray all of you will please take a 
few minutes to read over this pro-
posal.  I believe it will answer and ex-
plain a good many things.

 Finally, I encourage and am 
pleased to speak with any of you 
about your questions or concerns.  
Please keep me and our church in 
your prayers in this time.  

 And most of all, THANK YOU!

     In April, Ann Spencer will join the third 
“Drop in the Bucket” mission work team 
organized by the 1st Presbyterian Church 
of Ogdensburg to offer disaster assistance 
to the people of the Mississippi Gulf Coast, 
an area still devastated Hurricane Katrina.  

     According to the Presbytery of 
Mississippi Disaster Recovery Office, this is 
part of the largest volunteer effort ever  in 
the U.S.  Ann was on the second “Drop in 
the Bucket”  team in November 2006 
which was housed by the Long Beach 
Presbyterian 
Church along with 
teams from 
Washington State, 
Tennessee, West 
Virginia, and 
another team from 
New York.  

     The third team 
will be housed by the Handsboro Church.  
These churches have opened their doors; 
Sunday School rooms become bunk rooms, 
Fellowship Halls become dining rooms and 
it feels like church camp.  The work 
involves dry-walling, mudding, sanding, 
painting, cleaning, hanging doors, and 
plumbing, but even more important is the 
personal contact and the  gift of hope.  
One pastor said “You’ve come to help 
rebuild our homes, but you’re helping 
rebuild our lives.”  According to Dr. George 
Bates, Disaster Recovery Coordinator, 
“Without  mission, the church  has no 
reason to exist.”
