big yearlong commitment, either; one month
or so at a time allows them to do their
share of spiritually nourishing the younger
generation, and then become spiritually
nourished themselves by not only giving their
time and talents to the church school, but
also allowing them to attend the church
service during the periods of time they are not
teaching.

There will be opportunities in this model
for others who don't want to actually teach as
well. In this program, "shepherds" greet the
same group of children each Sunday
morning, taking on the responsibility of
making sure the children feel welcome and
special, making sure they get to the right
workshop for the week, encouraging them to
keep coming and rewarding them for learning
Bible verses, but not the responsibility of
leading a workshop. Shepherds need only to
commit to a month or two at a time, too.

In fact, there will be a need for many adults
to give of their time and talents to make the
nurturing of the souls of our future
generation, as well as those who volunteer, a
joyful and loving experience.

Something new is brewing at coffee
hour! Session recently voted to approve our
church's support of fair trade coffee, and
soon we will be drinking "coffee with a

purpose".

The coffee industry is notorious for
treating the farmers who grow its beans
poorly--sometimes even to the point of
enslaving them through debt bondage or other
coercive means.

Equal Exchange, the company that sells
our fair trade (and organic) coffee, has been
working to change these bad business
practices for the last 20
years by working directly
with coffee farmers. They
offer farmers fair-labor
prices for their premium
beans, which gives
these farmers a better
chance at raising healthy
families. In return we get
some of the best tasting
coffee on the market and the knowledge that
we are treating others fairly.

This is an exciting way of spreading the
love of God with people we may never
meet; by paying prices that treat others with
equity and respect, we are engaging in a very
real act of Christian service.

Choosing to drink this great tasting coffee
as an act of God's love has it's cost however.
Buying fair trade coffee costs us
approximately $S20 more per month. That's
not a lot to change the lives of farmers around
the world, but it means that our coffee hour
basket needs a little more padding each
week. S1 goes a long way if we each add a
share, so please consider giving.

Here's a cheer for helping farmers live
better, for our faithfulness to the Gospel,
and to drinking great tasting coffee.
