     Well, where to begin?  That is the 
question.  I must confess that of late 
I’ve been wrestling a bit about the 
identity of our church.  More about 
this later. 

     First, let me tell you about some-
thing funny that happened to me on 
the way to bed the other night.  I de-
cided to check my email and received 
a note from a Mary Scurrah Boewe 
looking for historical info about the 
church.  Mrs. Boewe is the daughter 
of Rev. Fred Scurrah, pastor here in 
the early part of this century, and she 
told me this tale:

     In 1919 Rev. Scurrah’s first wife 
Letty was walking her dog on the 
bridge over the Grasse River (down by 
Gray Lanes).  The dog ran out in front 
of a car.  Letty dashed into the road 
to save the dog but was herself hit by 
the car.  Rev. Scurrah was called to 
the scene and carried Letty, by him-
self, back to the manse where she 
died.  The months past, then on No-
vember 24, 1920, Rev. Scurrah mar-
ried Marian Browning, Canton High 
music teacher and church organist. 
One year later, Mary Scurrah (the 
author of the email note) was born in 
the dining room of the manse.

     As I write these words today, I join 
with the entire congregation in griev-
ing the death of our friend Jean 
Shepard.  Thinking over the 8 years 
of my pastorate here, I’ve had to say 
goodbye to so very many dear friends 
and remarkable people.  I stand in 
the pulpit looking out over the sanc-
tuary these days with great joy at the 

arrival of so many folks newly wel-
comed.  But I also carry a sadness 
every Sunday about the faces I no 
longer see.  Our church is not the 
church it once was.  It has become 
something new.  

     Harkening back to Mary’s story of 
death and birth in the very home 
where my children scamper, my fam-
ily dines and love abounds, I realize 
that our church has been moving 
through cycles of death and birth 
since the very beginning.  We are a 
congregation which is constantly be-
ing resurrected by the grace of God.

     What is the identity of our 
church?  Certainly it is the people 
who have been, are now, and will 
someday be.  We are a community 
spanning the generations, bound to 
each other by love and held together 
by faith.  This church, to whatever 
measure claimed, is who we are; how 
we understand ourselves and how we 
discover ourselves.  And with this 
knowledge comes a humility, and a 
peace.

     May God continue to bless us and 
sustain us through this church.

     Our organist will soon have her own 
robe, ordered later than the others,
and there are several extra robes 
available to any new choir members,
which we hope will join us, or Crane 
visitors.  Thank you for making this
happen!!!

Choir Says Thank You!
     At its August meeting, the Session 
authorized the baptism of Elias Nelson 
on September 17th.  The Session voted to 
support a local soccer team, to be called 
the Wholly Rollers.  The plans for this 
year's Bible Study have not yet been 
finalized, although the time will probably 
be 10:00 - 11:00 a.m. Wednesday 
mornings.  There was discussion about 
the format of the Christmas Eve (which 
falls on a Sunday) morning service.
