Welcome To Lynn
     The Session, Pastor Donna and Rev. 
Mike are please to welcome Lynn 
Montville to our staff as the new 
secretary at the church.

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     Over the past few years, the Session has 
made various attempts to restructure the 
endowment policy of the church in order 
to articulate and manage the use of our 
restricted funds (what is commonly 
referred to as "our endowment").  Each time 
the matter was brought before the 
congregation we had difficulty reaching a 
unanimous consensus (which, in the end, 
has led us to this point).  

     After long and careful deliberation (not 
to mention prayer!) the Session has 
approved investment in the Permanent 
Fund of the Presbyterian Foundation (the 
independent investment arm 
of our denomination).  This is 
a true endowment (i.e., one 
that cannot be altered) and 
will provide a consistent 5% 
return on our investment; allowing for ease 
in the budgeting process, and providing 
an irrevocable option for those seeking to 
contribute to our church in such a way. 

     Currently, all money we hold as 
"restricted" may be used for any purpose 
deemed appropriate by a particular 
session (with the exception of a few gifts 
which have had stipulations attached).  In 
creating this Permanent Fund (i.e., a true, 
irrevocable endowment) the Session hopes 
to allow potential donors the choice of 
how they can make gifts to the church. 
(Either as a part of our restricted funds, 
the principal of which we try extremely 
hard never to use but have to at times; or 
as part of the Permanent Fund, the 
principal of which no one, ever, can use for 
other purposes.) The funds needed initially 
to establish this endowment (Permanent 
Fund) with the Presbyterian Foundation 
will come from a recent gift to the church 
($20,000) and the reallocation of existing 
money ($5,000).

     Information about the Permanent Fund 
can be found at the the Presbyterian 
Foundation's website, www.presbyterian 
foundation.org.  Contributions to the 
Permanent Fund with the Presbyterian 
Foundation will provide a perpetual 
stream of income to our church while 
preserving long-term purchasing power by 
using a Spending Formula calculation. 

     The Spending Formula is based on a 
total return distribution policy adopted 
by the Foundation.  In addition to providing 
perpetual income, the Spending Formula 
dampens the effect of significant peaks 
and valleys which market performance may 
have on other methods of distribution – the 
income paid to beneficiaries is not 
directly tied to the highs and lows of 
market performance.  The Spending 
Formula seeks to preserve the long-term 
purchasing power of the endowment fund, 
while at the same time provide 
appropriate and sustainable levels of 
income to support mission both now and 
in the future.  The Spending Formula takes 
into consideration the historical and 
projected factors of inflation, the stock and 
bond markets, as well as proper margins 
for safety.  

     Using the Spending Formula, payments 
are calculated using a fixed percentage 
payout of five percent (5%) and a rolling 
twenty-quarter average of the fund's 
market value with an eighteen-month lag. 
Contribution made to the Permanent 
Fund are irrevocable.  The Presbyterian 
Foundation professionally holds and 
manages the fund and pays income from 
the fund to a Presbyterian or Presbyterian-
related entity (i.e., our church) in 
perpetuity.  The minimum amount to 
establish such a fund is $25,000.
