O’Shaughnessy who was inspired by
Katrina Hebb’s sermon on November 19
about changing the way we live if we are
to live in faith.

Katrina’s thoughtful, courageous and
heartfelt sermon this past Sunday helped
me to decide about gift-giving to some of
my relatives. For the past few years | have
struggled to think about what to give to
people who “have everything” and do not
need another tablecloth, nightgown or
Christmas platter. | am not referring to
our growing children (or my case my grand
daughter) who constantly outgrow their
winter coats and boots. But how about my
aunts, sisters-in-law or close friends, who
are have been married for decades and
have furnished homes?

For these folks | am going to buy a cow

...or a pig or maybe some ducks . Last
year my own daughter actually bought a
gift of chicks from  Heifer International
for family members and this year | will do
the same. Katrina’s sermon pushed me
over the top! So this year | am shopping
from the Heifer catalogue, from UNICEF
and from SERRV International.
